The Special Board of Selectmen’s meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM by First Selectman Patricia Mechare.  Also in attendance were Board of Selectmen members Peter Lawson and Charles Lewis, as well as Town Treasurer, Linda Paviol.

In the first item of business the Board reviewed a proposed contract from VF Environmental Services for CFC/HCFC refrigerant recovery.  It discussed the proposal and reviewed information provided by Fred Palmer, Transfer Station Operations Coordinator regarding refrigerant disposal.  On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to authorize the First Selectman to sign the contract on behalf of the Town between it and VF Environmental Services for CFC/HCFC refrigerant recovery.  Unanimous.
In the second item of business the Board discussed the exterior maintenance, preparation, repair of moldings, sashes, wood trim, power washing and priming and painting of the exterior of 108 Main Street.  By consensus the Board agreed that a bid package for this work would be prepared and the project advertised in the Lakeville Journal and Register Citizen with a tentative due date for bids of April 23, 2009.  Mechare will take care of proper arrangements with the Board of Finance to move the allocation of money from the painting fund as an item on the call of future Town Meeting.
The remainder of the meeting had the Board review and finalize the proposed spending plan to present to the Board of Finance on March 30, 2009.  On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis the meeting unanimously adjourned at 11:04 AM.
