         Special Board of Selectmen’s Meeting

The Special Board of Selectmen’s meeting was called to order at 10:30 AM by First Selectman Patricia Mechare.  Also in attendance were Selectman Peter Lawson and Selectman Charles Lewis.


In the first item of business there was a brief discussion of a pistol permit application by Jean Parks.  Because Mrs. Parks is a gardener her fingerprints characteristics aren’t clear for a FBI fingerprint check and have been rejected three times because of that.  The FBI did a name and birth date check and her record was clear.  Mr. Krock of the Connecticut State Police Bureau of Investigation, Fingerprint Division indicated to Mechare in incidences such as this that the decision to issue a temporary pistol permit lies in the hands of the local authority.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded by Mechare it was moved to authorize the First Selectman to issue a temporary pistol permit to Jean Parks.  Lewis, Mechare, aye; Lawson, nay.

In the next item of business the proposed spending plan for 2009-2010 for 4001 Recreation Commission Department was discussed.  Mechare reported several extensive conversations with Darin Dodge, Chair of the Recreation Commission. She presented a written review of the projects the Recreation Commission was considering under the “Town Farm Property” line item.  For fiscal year 2008-2009 a proposed sign and the construction of a picnic/barbeque area were proposed.  The construction of an all purpose field was also reviewed and discussed as a cost for fiscal year 2009-2010.  Although there was general support by the Board of Selectmen for the field it was felt that this project needed a good deal of preliminary work to be completed before a firm cost estimate could be made and the project begun.  Given that circumstance the Board felt that the “Town Farm Property” line item should reflect only the cost of completing the preliminary work.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to recommend to the Board of Finance the reduction of the “Town Farm Property” line item in Account 4001 to $10,000.  Unanimous.  On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to request of the Board of Finance to move to Town Meeting the transfer of up to $20,000 of unexpended funds in the municipal budget for 2008-2009 to 1028 Non-Recurring Capital Account:  1. Fire Truck Reserve - $10,000 and Truck Reserve - $10,000.  Unanimous.  

On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis the meeting unanimously adjourned at 10:45 AM.
