The Special Board of Selectmen’s meeting was called to order at 10:02 AM by First Selectman Patricia Mechare.  Also in attendance were Selectman Peter Lawson, Selectman Charles Lewis and Tax Collector Jean Bronson.


In the first item of business the Board reviewed a “Resolution Committing to the 20% by 2010 Campaign” dated September 2008.  The Board added the word “electric” in the fifth paragraph, third line and in the seventh paragraph reworded the last two lines to read “that a town’s Energy Task force appointed by the Board of Selectmen will oversee the progress of the town’s commitment; and”.  On a motion by Lewis, second by Lawson it was moved to approve the “Resolution Committing to the 20% by 2010 Campaign” dated September 2008 as amended.  Unanimous.


In the second item of business Tax Collector Jean Bronson presented the wording for a policy, reviewed by town counsel, regarding tax payments made by credit card to the Town of Canaan.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded Lawson it was moved to adopt a “Policy Regarding Tax Payments to the Town of Canaan Made by Credit Card”. Unanimous.

In the third item of business the Board reviewed a letter and request from the “Tour of Litchfield Hills” to use Route 7 and Route 63 for bicyclists participating in the tour on Sunday, August 2, 2009 as the Connecticut Department of Transportation requires the Traffic Authority of the Town to give such permission.  On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to authorize Mechare, as the Town’s Traffic Authority to sign such an agreement.  Unanimous.


In the last item of business, the Board considered a recommendation from the Recreation Commission to appoint Margaret Caiati as a regular member of the Commission to replace John Haddon, who has resigned.  On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to appoint Margaret Caiati as a regular member of the Recreation Commission replacing John Haddon.  Unanimous.

There being no further business to come before the Board on a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis the meeting unanimously adjourned at 10:22 AM.
