



Special Board of Selectmen’s Meeting

The special meeting of the Board of Selectmen was called to order at 11:00 AM by First Selectman Patricia Mechare.  Also in attendance were Selectman Peter Lawson and Selectman Charles Lewis.


In the first item of business there was discussion regarding CRRA Mid-Connecticut Project Fiscal Year 2010’s Tip Fee Subsidy.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to take no action on the subsidy therefore having the reduced rate for tipping fees begin immediately in the 2009-2010 fiscal year.  Unanimous.

In the second item of business  Mechare updated the Board on the fire department’s vehicle insurance.  Mechare reported that based on a request from the Fire Commission a letter had been written to the insurance carrier indicating that the Town had no objection to the fire department carrying the appropriate insurance on vehicles which were owned by the Town.


On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to authorize the First Selectmen to sign an agreement with VNA Northwest, Inc. for Provisions of Town Reimbursed Public Health Nursing and Home Health Services.  Unanimous.


In the next item of business the Board discussed the possibility of applying for a reimbursable energy grant in the amount of $28,168 for solar panel/s for either the Town Hall or the Town Farm Pool House and pumping system through federal stimulus funds.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to go forward in applying for an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant for the Town of Canaan in the amount of $28,168.  Unanimous.


On a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved to employ William Blass as the maintenance employee for the Town Farm Pool complex for the summer of 2009 at a rate of $15 an hour.  Unanimous.


In the last item of business the Board discussed candidates for the Water Commission to fill the vacancy created by the resignation of Faye Lawson.  On a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to appoint Dennis Jacobs to fill the term of Faye Lawson on the Water Commission.  Unanimous.


There being no further business to come before the Board on a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson the meeting unanimously adjourned at 11:25 AM.
