Special Board of Selectmen’s Meeting

The Special Board of Selectmen’s meeting was called to order at 10:00 AM by First Selectman Patricia Mechare.  Also in attendance were Selectman Peter Lawson and Selectman Charles Lewis.


In the first item of business, on a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to authorize the First Selectman to sign on behalf of the Town the “Memorandum of Agreement Regarding Use of Federal Homeland Security Grant Funds to Support Regional Set-Aside Projects”.  Unanimous.  In the next item of business on a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis it was moved that the location of the placement of the bank of solar panels that will be purchased by a reimbursable grant through ARRA EECBG Grant Funding be at 108 Route 63 the site of the Town Farm Pool.  Unanimous.  Mechare was instructed to contact the solar energy firm to make the final arrangements.  Mechare reported that this grant is submitted on line and that Mrs. Lawson is working on all the details of the set-up.  In the third item of business on a motion by Lewis, seconded by Lawson it was moved to reaffirm the Town’s Sexual Harassment/Harassment Policy and place such policy in the policy book as the original policy was never recorded.  Unanimous.  In the last item of business the Board reviewed for a second time the JAG grant monies available through ARRA EECBG Funding.  The Town was eligible for some one time funding, but given that it has no police department and it has a speed monitor and other appropriate traffic equipment it was thought that the funding should be transferred to the Connecticut State Police, most especially since the original communications from the State seem to so suggest.  By consensus the First Selectman was directed to communicate to the appropriate authority to have that money transferred to the State Police.

There being no further business to come before the Board on a motion by Lawson, seconded by Lewis the meeting unanimously adjourned at 10:20 AM.
