          Town Farm Pool Committee Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:05 PM by Chairman James March.  Other Committee members present were Fred Palmer, Jeri Wingard, Tim Downs and Patricia Mechare.  Committee members absent were Kristen Collins Foster who was out of town, Charles Lewis who was at another meeting and Doug Cohn.

In the first item of business March and Downs gave the Committee an update on the timeframe and progress of making and installing doors on the pool  house inside the fence and the plans that Trevor Soule was designing for a structure, probably of a “pole” nature, to be put over the pumping equipment.  March indicated that the cost of materials not billed from last summer and materials and labor for the doors and protective structure should not exceed $3500.  Downs reported that he and Town Sanitarian Tom Stansfield had come to an agreement regarding a dry well for the backwash from the pool.  He had been in contact with Dale deVries to determine what material would be needed and the extent of the excavation necessary.  This project should be completed before the pool’s opening in June.  The cost estimate for this project is approximately $2000.  Downs also reported that Perotti Plumbing and Heating had de-winterized the pool.  He also noted that the Town Crew had graded a 50’ by 60’ area inside the pool fence and seeded it, but he had investigated hydro-seeding the area and hoped that he had arranged for that to be done as a donation.  Downs also indicated that the Town Crew was planning on grading the driveway and adding more gravel to it.  Additionally he was also investigating a seal needed inside the surge tank.  

March reported that a wood preservative would be applied to the exterior of the pool house.  Dom Caiati has taken the responsibility for finding an appropriate paint sprayer to do the job.  

The Committee felt that the above mentioned items were the last of those for which it was responsible, but members were willing to remain in place until these items were finished and meet on an as need basis.
There was a general discussion regarding the location of a barbeque/picnic area and some type of border of trees and or larger scrubs to separate visually, the pool area from the transfer station.  It was determined that these issues, however, were in the realm of responsibility of the Recreation Commission.

There being no further business to come before the meeting, on a motion by Wingard, seconded by Downs the meeting unanimously adjourned at 7:45 PM.
